Doula can provide support to a woman ante-natally, post-natally or during birth and as such is a varied role.  Students attending the 
course can elect to attend either the birth or post-natal elements of the course or both parts. The journey to become a Doula does not 
end with initial training– it is merely the beginning and an important aspect of a Doula’s role is taking time to reflect on one’s own prac-
tice.  
 
The birth course lasts 3 days and the post– natal course lasts 2 days.
